In preparation for the Interna-
tional Window Coverings EXPO, Susan Schurz,
Laurie Medford and Amy Johnson teamed up to cre-
ate many beautiful items, including drapery panels,
cornices, headboards, and this beautiful, functional
and extremely unique Roman shade. It combines
Finestra® Decorative Hardware with the EZ-Rig™
shade system from Rowley Company.

To achieve this unique look, the Finestra team routed
out a 2-inch square pole to accommodate the EZ-
Rig headrail. The shade was sewn from a luxurious,
copper-red and gold fabric from Greenhouse Fab-
rics and attached to the front of the headrail, which
was then mounted to the customized square pole. A
hand-applied paint finish on the square rod highlights
the copper in the fabric. To give the shade added
dimensionality, a cut-out banner was added, using
ContourFlex for body. The finishing touches included
beautiful trim and copper-painted Finestra tassels.

The team selected the EZ-Rig shade system because
the headrail has such a low profile and fits nicely in
the routed-out portion of the pole; and the system
could be assembled in a snap. Workrooms that have
tried the EZ-Rig love it due to the ease of use and
simplicity.
